Pullman Standard Company in 1930. It was  initially constructed as  a 10-section 
lounge car and named the General Polk.  The train operated for nearly two decades 
on the Southern Railway's  Crescent Limited route between New York City and New 
Orleans. In 1949, it  was  purchased by  Georgia Railroad and rebuilt into its  current 
configuration and named the Georgia 300.

The car features  one master bedroom, two other bedrooms, two showers, and a 
section area off the dining room that seats  two. There is a  dining room that seats 
between six and eight and offers  full meal service, an observation room, an open rear 
platform, and TV/VCR, stereo, terminal  and cellular phone services. During the day, 
the car can comfortably accommodate eight passengers, and at night it  sleeps  six in 
its compartments.

After the railroad merged with CSX Transportation predecessor Seaboard Coast Line 
in 1982, the car was  retired.  It was  bought three years  later, and improvements 
were made in 1986, 1989, 1995 and 2000.

Super Post-Panamax Cranes 
arrive in Tacoma

A ship carrying two of the world's largest cranes arrived at the Port 

of Tacoma on January 26th.  

The cranes are bound for the Washington United Terminal on the 

Blair Waterway, where they will be used to load and unload con-

tainer ships. Built by Shanghai-based Shanghai Zhenhua Port Ma-

chinery Co., the cranes were fully constructed and then welded onto 

the ship for the journey aboard the Zhen Hua 26, a special crane 

delivery vessel.

Each of the orange machines is 273-feet high and able to reach 

across 24 containers, making them among the world's largest 

cranes.  They are able to service a vessel that is 24 containers wide. 

The cranes will be unloaded onto rails and then rolled onto the ter-

minal. Once installed, the terminal will  have six cranes, with a sev-

enth scheduled to arrive next year. The cranes are owned by Wash-

ington United Terminal.

Biographic checks are required for eve-
ryone who requires an airport-issued ID 
badge at a commercial-service (Part

w a y t o c o m p l y w i t h e x p a n d i n g 
background-check requirements after 
the Sept. 11, 2001, terrorist attacks.
