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The former senior airman served as an administrative specialist in the Air Force for nearly 10 
years before a tumor left her in the wheelchair that she now occupies.!

"The tumor grew into my spinal cord, so when they removed it, they had to remove some of 
my spine with it," she said.!

Over the next few years, Mrs. Fuda never thought people like her existed outside of her own 
bubble. Then she discovered the Wheelchair Games and everything changed.!

"I found a place where everybody was just like me," she said. "I didn't stand out and I was 
different. It was a place where I could just be myself and not worry what everyone else 
thought."!

Mrs. Fuda doesn't look at her fellow disabled veterans as competition, but as an 
inspiration.  "Every time I think I can't do something, I just look at some of the people here 
and I think, 'Hey, if they can do it, so can I,'" she said.!

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But it's not only her fellow competitors she is 
inspired by. Her son is also a driving influence 
behind her participation in the Wheelchair 
Games.  "He actually filled out my forms and 
chose my events," Mrs. Fuda said. "And he 
picked events that bring me out of my comfort 
zone and makes me do them."!

One of these events was the 100-meter freestyle. 
Mrs. Fuda wasn't sure she could do it, but she 
worked with a coach and prepared.!

The training, and her son's encouragement, paid 
off.  Mrs. Fuda finished the event in a time of 
2:44:96, and beat the only other female competitor 
in her race by over a minute.!

And throughout the race, a group of family and 
friends wearing t-shirts that said "Team Terri" 
were there, encouraging her to swim faster, to go 
farther.! "Terri has just been an example to all of 
us," said Karen Sicks, Mrs. Fuda's cousin. "And 
these games are a way for her show the world 
she hasn't given up."!

Which is exactly why these games exist, say 
organizers at the event.!

"These games allow disabled veterans to come 
together, have fun and show that just because 
they're in wheelchairs this doesn't mean they 
aren't still athletes," said Matthew Allen, public 
affairs officer for the Spokane Veterans Affairs 
Medical Center, co-host of the games.!

This was Mrs. Fuda's second year at the 
Wheelchair Games and she plans to keep 
coming back as long as she's able.!

"If I can make it, I'll be here," she said.!

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Growth at Scott AFB drives Òhundreds of 
millionsÓ in new construction

Scott Air Force Base has an annual economic impact of 
$2 billion on the St. Louis metropolitan area, says Gen. 
Duncan McNabb, commander of the U.S. TRANSCOM

from Scott St. Louis Business Journal July 3, 2009

Scott Air Force Base remains a hub of construction activity, 
even after the completion of more than $233 million in pro-
jects over the past year. And just outside the base, a striking 
display of the planes that have called Scott home is taking 
shape after several years in the Òhope and discussÓ stage. 

The largest construction project currently under way at the 
base is the U.S. Transportation Command facility, which has 
grown in the past year from an $84 million project to a $97 
million job. The price tag has increased because the scope 
of the project has grown, too. It will now include a joint intel-
ligence operations center, which was categorized as an op-
tional addition when the project began. 

The Transportation Command facility will be a three-story, 
180,000-square-foot structure, and the intelligence operations 
center will be a two-story, 29,000-square-foot facility. The gen-
eral contractor is River City Construction of Benton, Ill. 

Cheryl Bievenue, chief of engineering for the 375th Civil 
Engineer Squadron, said the combined project is more than 
halfway completed. The project is on track to be fully 
operational by September 2010, she said, and it will result in 
the eventual relocation of about 1,100 personnel to Scott 
from Fort Belvoir, VA.

A common source of  indispensable information is now 
available for hazardous material (HAZMAT) 
transportation professionals. The Defense Ammunition 
Center (DAC) launched its HAZMAT Transportation 
Community of Practice  (CoP), which can be accessed 
through both the Army Knowledge Online (AKO) and the 
Battle Command Knowledge System (BCKS) portal. 
The CoP connects the HAZMAT transportation 
community  and provides a forum in which to share 
expert knowledge.

The DAC is the 
D e p a r t m e n t o f 
DefenseÕs focal point 
for ammuni t ion 
knowledge and 
logistical support.  It 
is responsible for 
t r a i n i n g 
professionals in 
safety, logistics 
e n g i n e e r i n g , 
t ransportabi l i ty, 
demilitarization, and 
d i s p o s a l f o r 
explosives and other hazardous material. In 2005, DAC 
enhanced its mission by  implementing knowledge 
management (KM) as its way  of  doing business. The goal 
was to provide a practical way  to easily  find critical, relevant 
knowledge and get it into the hands of  the workers that need 
it  most. The HAZMAT Transportation CoP brings DAC even 
closer to achieving its mission. The CoP is a complement 
to the Ammunition Reset Knowledge Asset  (also 
available on AKO), which is a repository  of  lessons learned 
during recent U.S. Army retrograde operations. 

The HAZMAT Transportation CoP is an interactive 
knowledge base in which transportat ion 
professionals can communicate and share their 
experience of distributing ammunition and 
hazardous material around the world.  The CoP is an 
excellent  resource for lessons learned, best practices, 
and links to HAZMAT regulations and policies as well as 
other relevant topics of  interest. HAZMAT transportation 
community  members can also ask the community  at 
large HAZMAT-related questions and receive answers 
directly from experts in their field.  

The transportation of  hazardous material, especially 
ammunition and explosives, carries inherent risks and 
must be executed with the utmost attention and care.  
While the Department of  Defense has an excellent 
record of  safely  distributing hazardous materials and 
ammunition,  a common source for obtaining and 
sharing critical knowledge did not exist until now.  

The CoP site has four major sections specific to the 
modes of transportation: commercial  air, land, 
military air, and sea vessel .  It  also has a section for 
frequently  asked questions and links to other relevant 
websites. Under each transportation mode, information is 
categorized by  topic. For example, under commercial air, 
information is categorized into communication, 
segregation/compatibility, and United Nations standard 
marking. CoP members can initiate or participate in forum 
discussions within any  topic or explore past discussions 
to find the information they  need. A Òpopular tagsÓ 
capability  allows users to see the most often read 
discussions and searches.

Accord ing to Dr. Upton 
Shimp,  the Associate Director 
o f  O p e r a t i o n s a n d t h e 
Associate Director of  Training 
at DAC, Òthe CoP is a one-
s top shop fo r HAZMAT 
information.  It is an incredible 
resource for workers at every 
level of expertise.Ó 

Glenda Cummings, a recent 
graduate of  DACÕs Quality 
Assurance Specialist  Intern 
Program, put it  in a special light. 

ÒNumerous policy  and regulatory  documents must be followed 
when transporting hazardous material and ammunition. The 
CoP provides those of  us just coming into the field with a 
central location for accessing those resources.Ó 

For a workforce as wide spread as the HAZMAT 
community, the CoP improves transportation operations 
and enhances DACÕs support for the 21st century 
warfighter.
