Association for Global Logistics & Transportation in October 2002.  General Wykle’s 
military education includes the US Army Command and General Staff College at 
Fort Leavenworth, Kansas and the US Army War College in Carlisle, Pennsylvania.  
He also holds a Master of Arts degree from Ball State University, and has completed 
the Harvard University National/International Security Management Program.
