SDDCÕs  841st Transportation Battalion hosted the event to honor the many people 
and organizations  that have ensured delivery of the lifesaving vehicles  to Iraq and 
Afghanistan. Guests included senior military leaders, industry and union leaders, 
local government and service members.

ÒThough itÕs  impossible to take a full  accounting of the  impact of having these 
vehicles, we already have seen the impact of not  having them,Ó Maj. Gen. Jim Hodge, 
SDDC  commanding general said during the  event. ÒEvery one of you working on this 
program has a stake in the safe return of a service member to his or her family.Ó

Initially MRAPs, a  class of armored vehicles  that protects against improvised explosive 
device attacks, were delivered by large Air Force and commercial  cargo aircraft. The Air 
Force has moved more than 3,600 MRAPs via air out of nearby Charleston Air Force Base.

MRAP  sealift began in November 2007, greatly increasing the number of vehicles  in 
the Central  Command area of operations. One cargo ship can carry up to 200  times 
the weight of a C-17 Globemaster III, at a cost of about 10  times less. SDDC  and the 
Navy's  Military Sealift Command have served as  vital partners  in the undertaking.

A recent survey of business execu-
tives found that a majority believe that 
companies that increase travel budg-
ets during a slow  economy will actu-
ally fare better than those that cut 
budgets back.

Defense Travel System has expanded its 
reach and gained ground in customer satisfac-
tion, the director of the Defense Travel  Management 
Office told a congressional panel March 5.

"In terms of improvements, the department has focused 
its efforts on expanding DTS usage, making DTS more 
user friendly, and improving customer satisfaction," 
Pamela S. Mitchell  told the House Armed Services 
Committee's Subcommittee on Oversight and Investi-
gation. "Currently, DTS operates at over 9,500 sites 
and organizations worldwide and fielding is 96 percent 
complete." 

DTS is a travel management system enabling Defense 
Department travelers to create travel  orders, make res-
ervations and create travel vouchers to generate pay-
ment of authorized charges to their government travel 
cards and per diem entitlement to their bank accounts.    

Department officials are moving forward to field the 
system with Reserve components and the National 
Guard, Ms. Mitchell  said while reading from a joint 
statement prepared by herself and David M. Fisher, 
director of the Business Transformation Agency. 
Most of the sites fielded are Army and Air Reserve, 
and National Guard. 

DTS also will  be expanded to ships afloat, if technol-
ogy allows, Ms. Mitchell said.

DOD Announces Recovery 
Act Construction & Repair 

Projects

3/20/2009 - WASHINGTON --The De-
partment of Defense (DOD) an-

nounced today details of approximately 
3,000 military construction and facility 

improvement projects funded by the 
American Recovery and Reinvestment Act 

(ARRA). The $5.9 billion budget for these construction 
and repair projects represents the bulk of the approxi-
mately $7.4 billion in defense-related funding provided 
by the ARRA signed by President Barack Obama on 
Feb. 17, 2009. DOD Recovery Act funds will be spent 
at DOD facilities in all 50 states, the District of Colum-
bia, Guam, and Puerto Rico. The primary purpose of 
these funds is to create jobs and stimulate economic 
activity across the country. All projects focus on mak-
ing much-needed improvements to military installa-
tions and include hospitals, child development centers, 
and housing for troops and their families.
 
The two largest DOD projects to be constructed under 
the ARRA will be new hospitals at Camp Pendleton, CA, 
and Fort Hood, TX.
 
Representing less than 1 percent of the entire $787 
billion ARRA package, the $7.4 billion investment in 
defense-related projects will further the legislationÕs 
stated goal of stimulating the American economy, while 
improving the quality of life for service members, their 
families, and DOD civilian workers.
 
ARRA funds are also being used to support DOD high 
priority programs such as care for wounded warriors and 
energy security. Facility improvement projects include 
many energy conservation measures. $300 million of 
ARRA funds will be used on military energy research pro-
grams so that the DOD can continue to lead the way in the 
national effort to achieve greater energy independence.
 
The DOD intends to spend ARRA funds as quickly as possi-
ble with full transparency and accountability. To view a com-
plete list of the specific projects announced today, please visit 
www.defenselink.mil/recovery and www.recovery.gov.The 
DOD will continue to use these websites to post future an-
nouncements related to ARRA funding.

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The plans have been rendered and the governmental approval 
granted, now all that's missing are the funds to make the Vietnam 
Veterans Memorial more than just a wall. So who better to call on 
than Tom Selleck? 

The Vietnam Veterans Memorial Fund hosted a reception on February 
4, 2009 to help get their project -- best described by the organization's 
founder and president Jan Scruggs as Ònot just a museum, not just a 
visitorÕs center, and not jut an education center, itÕs more like a hybrid 
of the threeÓ Ñ off the ground. 

A handful of veterans, politicians and generals dined on Vietnamese 
food while getting a feel of what the center will look through the 
displayed drawings, a scaled mock-up, and the siteÕs planned videos 
that show the faces of the fallen heroes, meant to Òbring the names 
on The Wall to life.Ó But perhaps the location of the party, The 
Newseum, provided the best feel of what to expect -- the organiza-
tion tapped the museumÕs designer, Ralph Applebaum. 

But the women in attendance were a bit more interested in Selleck. The 
Memorial Fund applauded ÒMagnum P.I.ÕsÓ representation of veterans 
in civilian life, and his past service in the California Army National 
Guard made him a qualified representative.  While not posing for pic-
tures, Selleck spoke of the Ògreat honorÓ he felt to have been selected 
and how he is so Òproud to be a part of this.Ó  He kept his remarks short, 
quoting John Wayne ("Tomorrow is the most important thing in lifeÓ), 
and ending with a poem so on the mark that organizers said afterwards 
it Òshould be on a loudspeaker as people leave the center.Ó 

Also throwing their support behind the project was former Sen. Chuck 
Hagel (who was introduced as one of the Òhappiest people in DC be-
cause he is no longer a U.S. SenatorÓ); former Secretary of State Colin 
Powell; AOL founder Jim Kimsey; and the partyÕs host, retired Gen. 
(and former drug czar) Barry McCaffrey, whom Òeveryone who had a 
drinkÓ was told to thank.

Karen Schmitt [NDTA Headquarters] was on hand to support ÒThe 
Education Center at the WallÓ at the Newseum on February 4, 2009.  
The Center will honor Americans who answered their countryÕs call 
during the Vietnam War and in all of AmericaÕs wars.  Being built 
adjacent to the Lincoln Memorial, this unique Center will add a new 
dimension to the National Mall, providing a profound educational 
experience.

If you are in the defense transportation business, youÕve probably 
heard about us.   Perhaps you are a member, or maybe considering that

The world was different  back  in 1944 when seven Army  officers drafted the  original  Asso-

ciation charter. The end of  WWII was in sight, and our country  would soon  be moving for -

ward at a rapid rate under  peacetime conditions.  NDTA  ÒFounding FathersÓ (LTC John 

Poorman; LTC John Sullivan; MAJ Charles Council, Jr.; MAJ L.N. Nokes; MAJ David Por -

ter; CPT Horace Drake; and CPT A.R. Skinnell) envisioned a membership  that  would help 

maintain national  security  by  disseminating knowledge of transportation, and that would 

continue to promote the esprit de corps shared by  Army  transporters.  And so, we were 

christened the Army  Transportation Association (ATA), a title that continued briefly.  In 

1945, we became known as the National  Defense Transportation Association (NDTA) 

where  Òin unity  there is strength.Ó  The change recognized a much  broader  base Ð one unit-

ing all services to meet organizational objectives and strengthening industry partnerships.  

Fast  forward to September  11, 2001 and the invasion of  Iraq in 2003 when the NDTA  

vision expanded in greater  support  of the Warfighter.  Supply  Chain  Management  (SCM) 

Ð the total  delivery  and distribution effort from end to end Ð and enhanced system tech-

nologies with Total  Asset  Visibility  came into focus.  The Army, too, sought to redefine 

the role of  ÒLogisticianÓ and implement training strategies. NDTAÕs mission  was no 

longer just about transportation. 

Transformation  within  the DOD also caused NDTA to consider  new  concepts and to rec-

ognize that the  business of defense demands a global  enterprise  solution - one based on 

logistics with a capital  ÒLÓ and that  consolidates a variety  of resources and problem solv-

ing alternatives.   Partnerships continue to remain paramount towards this end. 

SECONDLY , in addition to military  needs and national  security, our  industry  members 

and DOD associates are equally  invested in providing humanitarian relief  whether  it ap-

plies to victims of hurricanes along our  Gulf shores, tsunamis in Indonesia, or  earth -

quakes in Pakistan.  AND we support MUCH MORE. 

Operation Backpack, for  example, an effort  that  was originated by  American troops in 

remote camps in  Afghanistan.  Through Operation Backpack, much needed clothing and 

classroom materials are gathered by  families back  home; it  is all  delivered overseas 

thanks to shipping assistance from NDTA industry  members.  Finally, everything is dis -

tributed to the people by the soldiers.   
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 Our  chapters prove their  community  spirit  in the same selfless way.  They  participate in: 

ÒWreaths Across America,Ó an activity  to remember  fallen heroes; in charities that  benefit 

children, wounded warriors and their  families; in food drives to care  for  the homeless; among 

other charitable efforts.

While these  endeavors may  not  have the same sense  of  urgency  as shipping a load of MRAPs, 

they  do provide a morale boost and strengthen communities at home and abroad.  They  also 

demonstrate that NDTA  Ð comprised of  corporate members and chapters Ð   is the Ògo toÓ 

organization to get things done.

Many  Òmovers and shakersÓ have joined the ranks of NDTA over  the years, which brings me 
to a THIRD POINT  Ð our  organization is a resource for  industry  information, experience 
and knowledge sharing that benefits all.  NDTA members have a wealth of  expertise to draw 
upon by  networking with partners and associates or  by  joining local  and national  events and 
workshops. Through dialogue and professional  sessions, everyone has the opportunity  for 
achievements.

In  the FOURTH PLACE , NDTA offers additional  platforms for  exchange Ð like the Defense 
Transportation Journal  (DTJ) a consistent publication  since 1945.  Members receive a free 
yearly  subscription, and access to FREE reprints at  their  request from any  issue ever  pro-
duced.  There is a wealth of informative topics Ð from container  standardization (in 1961, the 
US Senate asked NDTA for  assistance on this matter) to passenger travel  (NDTA  established 
the Passenger  Travel  Services Committee in 1993 to discuss trends and challenges, which are 
at  the forefront due to the fuel  crisis).
