The
plane, with its 275 passengers and 13
crew members, was shaking a lot as it
taxied off the runway.

OWe were wobbling quite a bit, and then
the tower went hysterical and we couldnOt
understand what they were saying,0O said
Esposito, who has flown for United for 26
years. OWe were the last airplane to land.
They diverted all other traffic coming in.O
