On Oct. 1, 1949, the Department of the Navy officially established the Military Sea Transporta-
tion Service (previously the Army Transportation Corps), then located at Navy headquarters on
Constitution Avenue in Washington, D.C. The Cold War eventually subsided, but the organiza-
tion it birthed B re-named Military Sealift Command during the Vietnam War B has played a
significant role in nearly every major U.S. military operation then and since.

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Like the ships in MSC's inventory today, the ships that
MSTS operated in 1949 were managed and crewed by
various entities.

First, MSTS received a fleet of 37 commissioned naval
auxiliaries, complete with Navy crews, from the old Naval
Transportation Service. Then MSTS incorporated a fleet of
57 government-owned tankers, operated by four commer-
cial shipping firms and crewed by licensed merchant mari-
ners, into the command. Lastly, the organization acquired
government-owned vessels from the Army Transportation
Corps, crewed by merchant mariners. Callaghan began to
establish an administrative network for the command,
which evolved into today's Military Sealift Fleet Support
Command, which crews, trains, equips and maintains
MSC's government-owned and government-operated
ships; and MSC's Sealift Logistics Commands D globally
located, operationally focused, subordinate commands that
provide MSC-unique expertise and operational perspective
to Navy fleet commanders worldwide.

13th, Master Chief Petty Officer of the Navy, (MCPON) Rick
D. West has released the following message to the fleet:

"Very recently I had the honor of visiting Mrs. Ima Black.
For those of you who don't know, she is the widow of our
first Master Chief Petty Officer of the Navy, Del Black.

In honor of our 234th birthday as a service, I'd like to tell
you a little bit about this amazing lady because she repre-
sents so much that is right about our Navy and her life so
closely parallels our history.

Ima's eighty-eight-years old, an honorary master chief, a

proud chief petty officer's wife and an amazing supporter -

of the American Sailor. From the minute we sat down to
lunch she asked about you, about our men and women at
sea and about the Sailors serving in Iraq, Afghanistan
and other dangerous places around the world.

Eric suffered blast shrapnel injuries,
traumatic brain injury, a fractured right leg, a rup-
tured spleen and two fractured vertebrae. In addi-
tion, he suffered a heart attack while receiving
emergency medical treatment in Iraq. Following
hospitalization and 7 months at the Rehabilitation
Institute of Chicago (RIC), Eric returned home to his
wife and daughter (now four years old.) He is unable
to speak and can ambulate only short distances with
assistance. Eric’s father, Ed Edmondson, is his pri-
mary caregiver and accompanied Eric on his flights
to and from Chicago for his annual rehabilitation
evaluation at RIC.
