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Have you ever wondered what the 
most common mistakes are that 
shippers and carriers make when 
transporting Hazardous Materials? 
According to the United States 
Department of Transportation, Federal 
Motor Carrier Safety Administration, 
the most common violations are failing 
to properly communicate what 
hazardous material is within the 
package. Here is the list in order of 
frequency:

P Only 15 percent of drivers properly check their tire 
inflation pressure. Properly checking tires means 
checking at least once a month before tires have been 
driven even a mile and inflating them to the vehicle 
manufacturer's recommended pressure, not the 
pressure listed on the tire sidewall.

P 29 percent of drivers wrongly believe that the best time 
to check their tires is when they are warm after being 
driven at least a few miles.

P Two out of three drivers don't know how to tell if their 
tires are bald. 

P 73 percent of drivers do not check their tire pressure in 
their spare tire. 

In partnership with RMA's "Tire Smart" campaign, the 
NHTSA also launched a tire safety initiative called "What's 
Your PSI?" It  focuses on maintaining proper tire 
pressure, or PSI, in every vehicle on America's roadways. 
NHTSA statistics show that approximately one out of 
every four vehicles  has a significantly under inflated tire 
and that 660 fatalities and 33,000 injuries occur every 
year as a result of low tire pressure-related crashes.

Tire manufacturers, federal and state highway safety 
officials have launched a joint effort to educate motorists 
about the benefits of proper tire care. Announcement was 
made at the kick-off for National Tire Safety Week, an 
initiative of the Rubber Manufacturers Association 
(RMA). As part of its "Be Tire Smart - Play Your PART" 
program, RMA has designated that the last week of April 
be dedicated to education of proper tire care. PART 
stands for Pressure, Alignment, Rotation and Tread.

The National Highway Traffic Safety Administration 
(NHTSA), AAA, Governors Highway Safety Association 
(GHSA) and RMA will work together to promote tire care 
and maintenance to motorists by making such 
information widely available through tire retailers, auto 
dealers, auto repair shops and other outlets. 

Americans pack-up their personal belongings and 
move to a new home 10 to 12 times in a lifetime.  It's 
not easy; whether done personally or professionally, 
each move presents unique challenges. 

Relocating means sifting through a myriad of 
logistical issues to make sure things go smoothly. 
Usually, the event must be coordinated to coincide 
with other major happenings such as school or 
work. Shipment of certain items, like plants, food 
and pets, requires distinct planning.  Plus, the new 
home must be ready to move in to. The personal 
belongings must show up at the right place, at the 
right time; and travel plans for individuals must 
match those of the personal belongings. 

Moving America's armed forces has many 
similarities  only on a much grander scale.

The U.S. Transportation Command is responsible 
for getting American forces where they need to be, 
when they need to be there, delivering supplies 
while they are there, and then bringing them home. 
A little more than 1,000 Defense Department 
civilians, Soldiers, sailors, airmen, Marines and 
coast guardsmen from the active and Reserve 
components manage the Defense Transportation 
System from Scott Air Force Base, Ill. They plan for 
the future, validate war fighter requirements, 
balance resources to meet defense priorities and 
synchronize the entire process. The actual 
execution of the air, land and sea movements is 
done by the Air Force's Air Mobility Command, the 
Army's Surface Deployment and Distribution 
Command and the Navy's Military Sealift 
Command. The combined workforce is more than 
156,000 strong and plays a major role in every facet 
of military transportation and distribution to support 
forces on a global stage. 

USTRANSCOM moves all things for the 
Department of Defense; not only the troops, 
equipment and supplies to support a nation at war.   
And, when service members conduct a Permanent 
Change of Station (PCS) their personal belongings 
are moved within the same Defense Transportation 
System that is used to project America's military 
might. Each move  for peace or war, to support 
national military strategy or to relocate service 
members and their families - presents unique 
challenges.

So how can you avoid these common problems? Get 
training to insure that you understand how to use the Code 
of Federal Regulations for Hazardous Materials and what 
is required of you as a shipper or carrier. One way is to 
attend the Hazardous Material training offered by the 
North American Transportation Management Institute 
(NATMI).  They have just completed a "how to" comply 
book  called "Hazardous Materials Awareness"with plenty 
of tips to keep you OFF the HAZMAT violations list!

A Quick T ake on Tires

Moving America's Military Might 



The Port Authority of New York and New Jersey will 
complete several critical elements of its rail program at 
the Port Newark and Elizabeth-Port Authority Marine 
terminals up to two years sooner than previously 
projected, satisfying a request made last month by 
New Jersey Acting Governor Richard J. Codey. 

The Board authorized an additional $141 million for the 
project, which will allow for completion of three new 
components of the program. They are:

—final design and construction of a second lead track 
to ExpressRail Elizabeth;

—completion of ExpressRail Elizabeth's on-dock rail 
terminal, which will ultimately have 18 tracks; and

—construction of the ExpressRail Corbin Street rail 
support facility to provide capacity to stage, arrive 
and depart two-mile-long trains, and integrate rail 
traffic from the three on-dock ExpressRail facilities.

This work, which will be completed between 2007 and 
2009, will complement and support previously 
authorized projects for on-dock rail terminals at the 
Howland Hook Container Terminal on Staten Island, 
Port Newark, and the Elizabeth-Marine Terminal. 
Completion of this work will allow approximately one 
million containers a year to be handled by rail through 
these facilities. 

Acting New Jersey Governor Richard J. Codey said, 
“Moving more cargo by rail instead of by truck will allow 
us to handle future growth and will help protect the 
environment."

Rail volume at the Port of New York and New Jersey 
has grown an average of 17 percent a year over the 
last 10 years. That growth will continue over the next 
five to 10 years, which is clear evidence that our 
investments in rail are needed now. 

In addition to the Elizabeth rail facility, work is in 
progress to install a rail terminal at the Howland 
Hook Marine Terminal, which will open in 2006. 
The Port Authority of New York and New Jersey 
operates many of the busiest and most important 
transportation links in the region. They include John 
F. Kennedy International, Newark Liberty 
International, LaGuardia and Teterboro airports; 
AirTrain JFK and AirTrain Newark; the George 
Washington Bridge and Bus Station; the Lincoln and 
Holland tunnels; the three bridges between Staten 
Island and New Jersey; the PATH (Port Authority 
Trans-Hudson) rapid-transit rail system; the Port 
Authority-Downtown Manhattan Heliport; Port 
Newark; the Elizabeth-Port Authority Marine 
Terminal; the New York Container Terminal on 
Staten Island; the Brooklyn Piers/Red Hook 
Container Terminal; and the Port Authority Bus 
Terminal in midtown Manhattan. The agency also 
owns the 16-acre World Trade Center site in Lower 
Manhattan.  The Port Authority is financially self-
supporting and receives no tax revenue from either 
state. (The Port Authority of NY/NJ; 04/27/05)

Today, nearly 40 percent of the world's goods by value 
are transported by air. The trend promises to be the 
aviation industry's fastest-growing market segment, 
and one which offers opportunities to regional airports.  
But in order to realize this potential, airport executives 
must gain an understanding of how they can better 
meet their supply chain requirements and relieve the 
demands of air cargo capacity at larger airports. 

"The air cargo industry is growing rapidly and offers 
more profit potential for airports than passenger 
airliners," explains George Hamlin, Director of 
Alexandria, Virginia-based MergeGlobal. Mr. Hamlin 
has over 30 years of strategic, market and financial 
planning experience in the airline and aerospace 
industries and works closely with many airlines and 
industry suppliers to help them maximize their air cargo 
potential.  He is scheduled as the keynote speaker for 
the upcoming AAAE Air Cargo Conference.

Rep. Ellen O. Tauscher joined fellow Democrats 
on the House Transportation and Infrastructure 
Committee to introduce legislation that would 
expedite the use of new baggage and passenger 
screening equipment at airports.

“Safety must always be among our top priorities 
when it comes to air travel. It is essential that we 
remedy any problems in our screening system, by 
employing the latest technology, to ensure that 
Americans feel secure traveling our nation's 
skies,” said Rep. Tauscher. “Airport security 

stofficials need the most modern tools to combat 21  
century threats.” 

Their bill, the Airport Screener Technology 
Improvement Act of 2005, was introduced in light 
of recent reports from the Government 
Accountability Office and the Department of 
Homeland Security's Inspector General.  Both the 
Inspector General and the Transportation Security 
Administration indicated that a significant 
improvement in screener performance may not be 
possible without an increased effort to install new 
screening technologies.

Reps. James L. Oberstar (Minn.), Jerry F. Costello 
(Ill.), and Peter A. DeFazio (Ore.) are sponsors of 
the legislation.

Airport Screening (con’t.)   “Our screening system is 
failing us because this Congress and this Administration 
are failing both the screeners and the American traveling 
public,” Rep. Oberstar said. “This Congress has 
arbitrarily capped the number of airport screeners at 
45,000, and has provided neither the resources nor the 
technology for the screeners to get the job done. It is a 
failure of leadership and there are no more excuses.”  

Last year, the 9/11 Commission specifically 
recommended that the Transportation Security 
Administration and the Congress “give priority attention 
to improving the ability of screeners at checkpoints to 
detect explosives on passengers.”  The resulting 
Intelligence Reform and Terrorism Prevention Act (P.L. 
108-458) authorized $250 million for the research and 
deployment of advanced passenger screening 
technologies.  To date, however, only about $30 million 
has been appropriated specifically for the deployment of 
these technologies.
 
The Airport Screener Technology Improvement Act of 
2005 dedicates $650 million currently collected in airport 
security fees to the Aviation Security Capital Fund for the 
installation of in-line screening systems for checked 
bags, and creates a Checkpoint Screening Security 
Fund to provide the $250 million already authorized for 
the deployment of new passenger screening equipment 
at security .
