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New vehicles for troops

Seventy percent of U.S. casualties of the war in Iraq are caused by Improvised Explosive Devices
(IEDs). However, the military has designed the new Mine Resistant Ambush Protected (MRAP) vehicle
as a means to better protect troops from roadside explosions in Iraq and Afghanistan.

Earlier models of the MRAP, such as the Cougar JERRV and Buffalo mine protected trucks were sent to
Iraq and Afghanistan and proved themselves worthy, saving many lives from rocket propelled grenades and
improvised explosive devices, according to an article published in the January 2007 “Defense Update.”

However, the new vehicles will provide a level of protection not yet seen in the war. MRAPs are built of
modular components that can break away from the vehicle should the vehicle be hit by an explosive
device. They are uniquely designed with bulletproof armor, a V-shaped hull that deflects the blasts
created by explosives, and raised chassis.

MRAPs will also be fitted with bulletproof windows with the strength of the ballistic armor surrounding
them as well as built-in gun ports.

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“I can tell you with great confidence that these vehicles are going to save thousands of lives,”
Col. John P. Rooney, commander of U.S. Army Aberdeen Test Center said at a news
conference at Aberdeen Proving Ground in Maryland. While there are some who agree that
MRAPs will save many lives, like Rooney, there are also those who believe that introducing a
new, heavily armored vehicle will not be the “end all” of the war in Iraq.

Dr. R. William Ayres, Associate
Professor of International Relations
and Director of the Center for
Global Citizenship at
Elizabethtown College, recognizes
that these vehicles will be up-to-

date and safe as possible.
However, “they will be larger,
slower, and likely less

maneuverable, which may make
them more vulnerable in other
ways,” he said of whether the
vehicles will help win battles.

According to Ayres, “More
protective vehicles will keep troops
alive while moving from one
heavily-fortified base to another,
but what about patrolling? House

searches? Talking to locals?”

“There are many things that our
troops currently do that cannot be
done from inside a vehicle, regardless
of how heavily armored it is.

“Better armor will not accomplish
any of these missions,” Ayres said.

“While IEDs do kill a lot of U.S.
soldiers, solving the IED problem
will not in and of itself make much
difference at the strategic level.

“Guerilla wars are all about
adapting and they are built not so
much on weapons and tactics as
on the underlying political realities
— which this sort of defensive
weapons system will do nothing to
change,” Ayres said.

The enemy will find other ways to
kill U.S. soldiers.

The B-52 Bomber needs parts. So does the M-1 Tank. In fact,
all the nation’s older weapons systems have a critical need
for tens of thousands of parts nobody manufactures any
more. But several agencies concerned with these critical part

shortages have just announced a creative solution.

The Defense Logistics Agency’s Diminishing Manufacturing
Sources, Material Shortages (DMSMS) Program Office, and
the military’s Joint Council on Aging Aircraft have joined with
the U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs’ Center for Veterans
Enterprise (CVE) to help connect thousands of veteran-
owned small manufacturing companies with the military’s da-
tabases of needed parts. The Defense Sustainment Consor-
tium (DSC) is spearheading the effort through its National
Data and Integration Test Center, and ARINC Engineering

Services, LLC will act as the Program Manager.

On August 15, all the stakeholders launched their pro-
gram—the VetBiz Initiative for National Sustainment (VINS)—
by opening the first local VINS office at Pueblo, CO. The
Pueblo Economic Development Corporation made in-kind
contributions to open the first VINS office, and Congressman
John T. Salazar, a member of the Veterans’ Affairs committee
of Congress, has actively supported the program. Staff from
Rep. Salazar’s office were present at the VINS opening,
along with staff from the offices of Colorado Senators Wayne
Allard and Ken Salazar. Also present was businessman Walt

Weber, a veteran whose Weber & Sons Manufacturing Com-

ortation Association

pany makes parts for military missiles. “We hope many Vet-
erans with qualified manufacturing businesses will be an ad-
ditional resource to alleviate the backorders for these much-

needed parts,” Mr. Weber said.

“We believe the nation’s Veterans and Disabled Veterans rep-
resent a capable and under-utilized resource,” stated Dale A.
Karraker, the DSC’s Executive Director and lead developer of
the VINS concept and program. “Taken as a whole, parts
needs are spiraling out of control, but individually they are too
small to attract attention from Tier-1 prime contractors and
manufacturers. The VINS program is not about entitle-
ment—it is about tapping a tremendous pool of talent to re-

solve our major military sustainment issues.”

For the first time in its more than 65 years of service, the Archdiocese for
the Military Services, USA (AMS), will house all of their staff and offices in
a new state-of-the-art building, enabling them to provide more efficient
services to further the spiritual and pastoral support for our soldiers and
their families as well as veterans in our VA hospitals -- nearly 1.5 million
men and women worldwide.

On hand for the dedication and celebration will be The Most Reverend
Archbishop Pietro Sambi, Apostolic Nuncio to the United States; The
Most Reverend Archbishop Edwin F. O'Brien Archdiocesan Administrator,
Archdiocese for the Military Services and Bishop-Designate of the Arch-
diocese of Baltimore; The Most Reverend Archbishop Donald W. Wuerl,
Archbishop of Washington; The Honorable R. James Nicholson, Secre-
tary, US Department for Veterans Affairs.

USS Safeguard transfers to

Military Sealift Command

In a ceremony held earlier today in Sasebo,
Japan, rescue and salvage ship USS Safeguard
was decommissioned and transferred to Military
Sealift Command. Following the transfer, the ship
proudly assumed the designator United States
Naval Ship — USNS Safeguard.

More than 100 of Safeguard’s active-duty Navy
crew members watched as Safeguard’s
commanding officer, Lt. Cmdr. Doyle Hodges,
lowered the ship’s commissioning pennant as a
final gesture of the ship’s decommissioning.
Safeguard’s new civil service master, Capt.
Edward Dickerson, and 26 civil service crew
members then reported aboard.

“Safeguard is a great addition to MSC’s fleet,” said
Paul Devoe, assistant program manager with MSC’s
Naval Fleet Auxiliary Force. “The ship will continue
to provide vital support to the U.S. Navy’s 7t Fleet.”

Safeguard will remain in Sasebo and will have the
same mission and operational capabilities. These
missions include: salvage of stranded vessels;
rescue and assistance operations; recovery of
submerged objects; and manned-diving operations.
The civil service crew will be complemented by a
four-person military detachment of Navy sailors for
communications support, and up to 20 Navy divers
as the mission requires.

Operating noncombatant ships with civilian mariners
means the U.S. Navy can free uniformed sailors for
critical jobs in the combatant fleet. Safeguard is the
final and fourth Navy rescue and salvage ship to be
transferred to MSC, joining USNS Grapple, USNS
Grasp and USNS Salvor.

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Military Challenge Coins: a coin with many different faces

Challenge Coins - Unit Coins - Memorial Coins - Commander's Coins. No matter how you
say it, they all represent the strong bond that is fostered between military members, their
leaders and their mission. The Challenge Coin is a treasure token of respect and commitment
to comrades and to service and the concept has influenced industry; specifically companies
that interact with Army, Navy, Air Force, Marine and Coast Guard partners.

“According to one story, challenge coins originated during World War | when volunteers
from all over filled the newly formed flying squadrons. Some were wealthy scions attending
colleges like Yale and Harvard who quit mid-term to join the war. In one squadron, a
wealthy lieutenant ordered medallions struck in solid bronze and presented them to his unit.
A young pilot placed the medallion in a small pouch that he wore about his neck. Shortly
after, his aircraft was severely damaged by ground fire and he was forced to land behind
enemy lines. He was immediately captured by a German patrol. In order to discourage his
escape, the Germans took all of his personal identification except for the small leather
pouch around his neck. In the meantime, he was moved to a French town near the front.
Taking advantage of a bombardment that night, he escaped - but without any ID. He
succeeded in avoiding German patrols by donning civilian attire and he reached the front
lines, and with difficulty, he crossed no-man's land. Eventually, he stumbled onto a French
outpost where saboteurs were caught from time to time; they sometimes masqueraded as
civilians. Not recognizing the young pilot's American accent, the French thought him to be
a saboteur and were ready to execute him. He had no ID to prove citizenship, but he did
have his leather pouch containing the medallion. He showed the coin to his would-be
executioners and one of his French captors recognized the squadron insignia on the
medallion. They delayed his execution long enough for him to confirm his identity. Instead
of shooting him they gave him a bottle of wine. Back at his squadron, it became tradition to
ensure that everyone carried their coin at all times.

This was accomplished by making a challenge - a challenger would ask to see the medallion. If
the challenged could not produce a medallion, that person was required to buy a drink of choice
for whomever made the challenge. If the challenged member produced a medallion, then the
challenging member was required to pay for the drink. The tradition continued on throughout the
war and for many years after while surviving squadron members were still alive.

It shows
the “Fighting Lady on its face;” the back displays the YRC Worldwide logo, creators of the
coin, and the mantra the company lives by: Making global commerce work by connecting
People, Places and Technology. The imagery is especially appropriate for the NDTA
scholarship event hosted aboard the carrier by YRC Worldwide in a salute to progress in
transportation. The NDTA logo is centerpiece to the “NDTA Coin” - the Association
prepares coins for milestone occasions and events. The “Charleston Chapter Coin” was
designed by Captain Brian Higgins, USAF stationed at Charleston Air Force Base and it
commemorates the story of NDTA's oldest chapter. The inscription, First Formed,
Foremost Among Others, captures the legacy; the imagery portrays the distinctive spirit of
transportation in that region, including the C-17 Globemaster flying proudly above the
Arthur J. Ravenel Bridge and in concert with commercial vessels (ship, truck and rail)
below.
